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Over the past year the Mnistry Team has been wrestling with the notion of “Justice as pursuing the Common Good.” Understandably this is a large umbrella concept which needs to be broken down into relevant componant issues germain to the geography and demograghics of the Conference. This past year in particular has been spent specifically exploring Heathcare issues. We have worked with Health Care for all Colorado, endorsing legislation in Colorado which would extend health care coverage to a greater number of people than now enjoy it.

One challenge remains for the Team to address, concerning the vast geogaphy of the Conference and the three main political regions it covers. Not all issues of burning importance in Denver kindle the same passions in Western Wyoming or Southern Utah. Outside of the Metro Denver Area, we were able to hold Team Meetings at La Foret in the SE Association, meeting with Linda Jaramillo of Justice Witness Ministries, and in the NE Association at Plyouth UCC, Fort Collins, meeting with Plymouth’s justice and peace folk and hearing their stories, concerns, and dreams. Much work remains to be done to knit together a stronger regional network approach and sensitivity to issues of Justice and Peace.
