Christian Unity Commission:

· Conducted the 62nd annual Easter Sunrise Service at Red Rocks.
· Has formed a new Colorado Christian-Muslim dialogue based on the world-wide Muslim document “A Common Word between Us and You.”

· Conducting seminars around the state to explore “Tensions in the Pastorate.”

· Begin to bridge the divide with evangelical Christianity by identifying common concerns on environmental issues.

· Continue on-going dialogue and collaboration with the American Jewish Committee. 

Justice Commission:

· In the second year of a three-year grant funded program to educate and coordinate the faith community of Colorado on Health Care Reform.

· Successfully organized the faith community to oppose the November 2008 ballot initiative that would have eliminated Affirmative Action programs  in Colorado.
· Developed and distributed to congregations across the state, at no charge, a 4-week DVD Sunday School curriculum on immigration. Copies are still available.
· Created and distributed a “pledge of respect” on immigration for state legislators.

· Have distributed an interfaith pledge for immigration reform for all Coloradans through the faith communities.

· Active in advocating and promoting kids issues and kids safety from abuse and neglect.

· Have adopted an additional focus for 2009 of involving congregations across the state in the issue of domestic violence called “Enough Is Enough.”
