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Purpose of the organization

RAIN Colorado exists to enhance the quality of life for all persons living with HIV/AIDS in Colorado through a ministry of compassion, encouragement and friendship. 

Accomplishments this past year:

Care Team/Wellness Support
· During 2008, RAIN Colorado served 36 Carepartners:
 ·Income: 29 Carepartners were low or very-low income. 
·Gender: 31 males, 5 females. 
·Ethnicity: 23 Caucasian, 6 Hispanic, 5 African-American, 1 Native American, 1 Other. 
·Sexual Orientation: 29 Gay, 5 Straight, 2 Unknown. 
·Ages: 3 clients 31-40, 16 clients 41-50, 9 clients 51-60, 8 clients 61+. 
·We had two Carepartner deaths. Both men were long term survivors and died from advanced liver disease. They will be missed in our organization, in the HIV community and beyond.
· Increased Wellness Support – RAIN provided wellness services including: Carepartner Support Group, Treatment Adherence Support, Wellness for Aging Survivors information/outreach services, and a Wellness Group. 

· In 2009, one woman and one man have died recently. Both were with RAIN for more than nine years. RAIN is serving 32 Carepartners.

· Carepartner Support Group. RAIN continued to provide 7-10 persons living with HIV/AIDS with regular emotional assistance through the organized support group. The support group met bi-weekly with seven men, aged 41-63; long-term survivors living with HIV/AIDS. 100% of the participants indicated a decrease in feelings of depression and isolation and an increase in hope.

Volunteers
· We had 27 volunteers. RAIN Colorado provided two all-volunteer meetings/trainings, and supervision for 20 Care Team volunteers and one intern. Participants indicated that they had an increased understanding of issues faced by people living with HIV/AIDS. 

· David Cooper, RAIN Executive Director, is one of the only spokespersons in the Denver area addressing the psycho-social needs of people living with HIV/AIDS. He provides trainings and information as requested. 

We feel that God has helped us to accomplish our mission since the organization was founded in 1995. We have been serving most Carepartners for several years, providing long-term friendships and support through illness and other challenges.
