Rocky Mountain Housing Development Corporation (Rocky Mountain HDC) is an affordable housing nonprofit whose mission is to change lives by providing housing and related supportive services that engender a safe environment and teach community skills for families with very low-to-moderate incomes. 

In the early 1990s, Colorado experienced rapid population growth, impacting the availability of housing and causing a steady increase in housing costs; unfortunately, wages did not increase at the same pace. Many low-to-moderate income families found themselves in vulnerable positions — living in substandard housing or becoming homeless. This housing crisis did not go unnoticed by members of the United Church of Christ (UCC). Rocky Mountain HDC was incorporated in 1995 when founding board members decided to address the need for affordable family housing in Metro Denver. Rocky Mountain HDC is affiliated with the Rocky Mountain Conference of the UCC.

Rocky Mountain HDC operates on a housing first model — believing that securing safe, decent and affordable housing is the foundation for stable families. However, providing families with affordable housing is only the first step in building stronger families and healthier communities. The Family Services department provides year-round supportive services and developmental programs for youth and adults who reside within our affordable housing communities. The Family Services program is divided into three core areas: youth development, family support, and community building. Our youth development activities are centered on our After-School and Youth Leadership Programs. We provide families with resources in English as a Second Language tutoring, computer classes, job assistance, and food and clothing are available. Community building activities include monthly community meetings, special events, community service projects, and cultural & holiday celebrations.
For 14 years, Rocky Mountain HDC has remained committed to providing safe, decent and affordable housing with supportive services to families in Metro Denver. With RMC’s continuing support Rocky Mountain HDC has become a major community force.
· 
Rocky Mountain HDC provides affordable rental housing for 257 households in four Metro Denver communities: 32% African American/African, 27% Caucasian, 27% Hispanic, 4% Asian/Pacific Islander, 10% other. 60% of our families are single-parent households. We currently are constructing 51 more apartments in inner-city Denver.
· Rocky Mountain HDC’s Family Service After-School Program provided 2,094  hours to 140 youth ages 6-14 (79% of age eligible youth who live in our communities) during the hours of 3-6pm — the time when youth are more susceptible to delinquent activities.

· Rocky Mountain HDC helped 518 adults with rental, job, utility, healthcare, and food assistance and 8 adults with English as a Second Language Classes

· In June 2008, 100 Rocky Mountain HDC residents attended the Foothills Green Wellness Fair sponsored by Jefferson County Department of Health and Environment to learn about eating right, quitting smoking, car seat safety, and exercising.
