Report from The Agency for Campus Ministry (ACMU)

This year has been filled with change for the Agency for Campus Ministry in Utah (ACMU). John Tingley, a long time board member resigned. Cyndi Smith from FFC was invited to be the Faith and Fellowship (FFC) representative, and we added two new campus groups: Jan Saaed from Westminster College, and Brian Davis from Weber State University to provide additional information about campus ministry activities in Northern Utah. Below are program summaries from the two organizations that received funds from ACMU.

Three areas were targeted this year:

1. A push from all campuses was made to better communicate with students.

2.  To provide better programs for students which vary from spiritual to social and service activities. 

· FFC continues to have the Sunday Inter faith services lead by Hannah Thomsen. Fall semester, FFC was also officially registered as an official club/organization on the USU campus and they participated in group registrations during the beginning of the year. The FFC student group made care kits for USU students involved in the programs. They managed the Alternative Gift Market in November that was held on campus and at a local church. A group traveled to SLC to see the Body World exhibit. Winter/Spring activities included: Ski day at Beaver Mountain, a “Sexuality, faith and Religion” program/discussion with video “For the Bible Tells Me So” lead by student board member Andrea Griffiths. In March a spring break mission trip was set for students to do flood clean-up in Iowa. The last program, on May 21st was a Christian Rock concert at First Presbyterian Church. Singer Simone Weber, from Table Grace Ministries, a non-profit organization associated with World vision performed a blend of classical, jazz and spiritual music. Their motto ‘feed the body and soul,’ is a wonderful goal for campus ministry.

· ISA was also officially registered as an official club/organization on the Utah Valley University (UVU) campus and participated in the Fall Club Rush with a booth staffed by Campus advisors and students. The group coordinated all activities with the Religious Studies program at UVU. Students were involved with the Food and Care Coalition as well as in development of crisis plans for disasters with the American Red Cross and Utah Valley Ministerial Association. The UVU Interfaith Student Association Calendar included the following activities: A program on Diversity & Islam; Interfaith Music at the Historic Salt Lake City Tabernacle, Temple Square; African American Spirituals/Calvary Baptist Choir/BCC Singers; Mormonism in the Public Mind program and discussion; and a Mountain Meadow Massacre Discussion. The year ended with the hugely successful National Day of Prayer service on May7, 2009.
3.  The groups worked for more participation with community congregations. 
· FFC has established a strong relationship with First Presbyterian Church in Logan by having Lauri Muller, youth director at FPC become a program liaison to assist Cyndi Smith in developing and facilitating programs at FFC. 

· At UVU, Linda Walton continued to do an exceptional job coordinating activities with the religious Studies Program and the Utah Valley Ministerial Association. They have great support from the student association, club advisor and staff as well as the LDS Institute.
