
The purposes of the Growth Ministry Team are to promote renewal and growth of the conference’s 80 churches, and to start new churches.  
In 2007-2008, the team has emphasized church renewal and growth in support of the Rocky Mountain Conference’s priority which calls for churches to increase average worship attendance by 5% each year.  The team is benefiting from the assistance of two experienced leaders in the area of church growth.  The Rev. Dr. Hal Youngblood, Consulting Associate Minister, is providing guidance and support.   The team has been involved in arranging for the Rev. Paul Nickerson, of Nickerson Coaching, to work with conference churches as a consultant on church growth.  Last November, Nickerson conducted a workshop entitled “Growing Your Church by Reaching Your Mission Field” at three locations in the conference.  In April, he returned to the conference to conduct a similar workshop and to meet with groups of leaders from various churches.  He also met with the Growth Ministry Team to discuss the overall strategy of his involvement with the conference and to plan for the upcoming Annual Meeting.  He will be the keynote speaker and members of the team will lead workshops.  
In the area of starting new churches, the team has been involved in discussions regarding a group’s effort to start a new church in Parker, CO.
