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The Lambi Fund's mission is to assist the popular, democratic movement in Haiti. The Lambi Fund provides financial resources, training and technical assistance to peasant-led community organizations that promote the social and economic empowerment of the Haitian people. 

Accomplishments for the past year: In 2007, Lambi Fund partnered on 20 peasant-led projects that focus on sustainable ways to increase food security and income for peasant families in the rural areas of Haiti including potable water, grain mill, beekeeping, pig and goat breeding, organic farms, and micro lending projects, among others. In 2008, we will be partnering on projects that support reforestation, ox plowing services, seed banks, plantain farms, pig and goat breeding, and potable water. Over the past fourteen years, Lambi Fund has supported over 150 peasant led projects, reaching over one million Haitians.

Food crisis in Haiti. Recent news stories have shown food riots that occurred in Haiti. People do not have enough food due to rising food and gasoline prices (to transport the food). However, Lambi Fund of Haiti works with rural organizations on sustainable agriculture and reforestation projects. This means local communities raise food to feed their families and sell at the local market. People from rural communities are not rioting -- the Lambi Fund's original, bottom-up development model relies on Haitians themselves to determine the needs and the most effective solutions in each community. The Lambi Fund's emphasis on democracy, a community's actual needs, and peasant-led solutions ensures more successful outcomes. 

How God has worked through our organization. The Lambi Fund's ability to assist rural Haitian organizations has grown stronger through the generous support of the UCC/RMC, church members, churches, and national denominations. The Executive Director is a member of Broomfield United Church and has gotten several UCC churches involved in the outreach and support of the Lambi Fund of Haiti.
