History of Mission Medical Clinic

MMC opened on January 30th, 2004 with six volunteers

 and 7 patients.  It began in donated space of one room, 

and shared exam and reception areas at the pregnancy

 center on East Galley Road.  The medicine was in a suit-

case for the pharmacist to dispense, so it could easily be 

put away.  Several months later it moved to space donated

 by the Community Health Center at 2502 E. Pikes Peak 

with three exam rooms and no shared space. 

In January of 2005, a lease agreement was signed 

with Memorial Hospital to use clinic space at 2125 E. 

La Salle in Colo. Springs.  This was a 21,000 sq. foot 

building, and the top 10,000 were to be used for the clinic.  

 When the city asked Memorial Hospital to sell all of their

 surplus building, the Board of Directors of Christian 

Healing Network, dba: Mission Medical Clinic voted to raise 

money to purchase the building. They wanted to create 

a permanent home for the clinic. 

The services offered by the clinic expanded, and in January

 2006, the hospital gave permission for MMC to use

 space in the lower levels.  The property purchase

 was January 12, 2007.

At the time of the purchase, the clinic had 250 volunteers 

providing medical care and prescription medication for over

 300 patients. 

In June, 2006, Eligibility was raised to 200 % of the federal 

poverty guidelines for persons with no health insurance who 

are not homeless.   Current Services: Medical Clinic, Diabetic Clinic, Orthopedic Clinic, Mental Health Clinic, Physical Therapy Clinic, and  a Dental Clinic for eligible only patients which opened in April, 2007.

Operating as a partner with MMC, Renewed Vision dispenses free eye glasses to all who come and require no eligibility process.

On January 29, 2008 Mission Medical Clinic held a “Burn the Mortgage Dinner, and raised the rest of the necessary funds to pay off the mortgage which had been held at no interest by Memorial Hospital.  The deed was released in early February, 2008 which allowed Mission Medical Clinic to qualify for the $40,000 grant from the Coors Foundation for funds t o maintain and upgrade the building.

Since January 2004, Referral Coordinator Nurses manage

 patients who have been referred for tests or procedures outside of normal lab or X-ray work to twenty-three categories of specialists, two respiratory agencies, and a prosthetic company.  This list grows each year.
Admission
All patients start in admission and it takes about an hour per patient if they have all of the required documents. In August of 2007, Memorial Hospital stated placing a full time employee of the hospital based at Mission Medical Clinic to process the admission paper work.

This includes re-eligibility for patients who have been with the clinic for a year. Since the clinic opened, over 1,000 separate patients have received free medical care and prescription medications.  At anyone time the number of patients is about 350.

2006 was the major growth year for the MMC Dispensary. There was a 70% increase over 2005 in dollar volume of prescriptions filled! And the number of prescriptions filled was up by 61%.  For the first time, MMC dispensed over $1 million dollars of free medications to MMC patients. $1,428,758.31! Thank God for the computer system.

The Prescription Assistance Team (through Drug Manufacturer programs) was responsible for obtaining over $900,000 of free meds with 1,727 patient prescriptions received directly from Drug Companies. The Pharmacy department is blessed with seven Pharmacist volunteers and over fifteen Pharmacy Tech volunteers. 

MMC PHARMACY depends upon donations to purchase our generic pharmaceuticals, and receives free name brand medications from drug company representatives and doctors offices to distribute to needy patients.  The in-house numbers for 2007 are not remarkably different because in August, 2007, MMC adopted a new policy of asking patients to take prescriptions to Walmart, Target, or Walgreens for the generic version at $4.00 if the patient could afford it.  That meant that even though, the patient load grew, and many new patients were served, the load on the dispensary was not overwhelming.  Patients took more responsibility to buy their own generic medications in 2007 than in 2006.  This step is in keeping with the philosophy of having patients assume as much responsibility as possible for their own health care.
