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Purpose of the organization

RAIN Colorado exists to enhance the quality of life for all persons living with HIV/AIDS in Colorado through a ministry of compassion, encouragement and friendship. 

Accomplishments this past year:

Care Team/Wellness Support. Care Teams provided consistent non-medical and non-judgmental assistance to 39 Carepartners living with HIV/AIDS, including companionship, meals, housekeeping, transportation, letter reading and writing, hospital visitation. Wellness Support included the Carepartner Support Group with seven long term survivors, Treatment Adherence Support, and Wellness information for Aging Survivors. A new Wellness Group starts this summer. 

Volunteers. RAIN had 30 Care Team volunteers providing services to Carepartners. Interns from Iliff School of Theology and Metropolitan State College also provided services to RAIN. 

Education. Pastors, practitioners and faith communities received information regarding the spiritual and emotional issues faced by persons living with HIV/AIDS. David Cooper, RAIN Executive Director, is one of the only spokespersons in the Denver area addressing the psycho-social needs of people living with HIV/AIDS.
