Justice Leaders Engaging and Developing (Justice LED) is a training program offered by UCC Justice and Witness Ministries. The main goals for this training event are: to share the Biblical/theological and socio-cultural grounding for doing justice work; to offer participants a taste of the Justice LED program so they can promote and use it with others in their respective churches and communities; and to empower them to be faith-based leaders and champions of justice, able to deeply reflect and engage with others on issues and act on areas of injustice that move them.   
Expenses for this event will be covered by Justice and Witness Ministries for all approved applicants. In-kind donations to help cover expenses are welcome and appreciated, but not expected.
