About Justice LED and This Event
Justice Leaders Engaging and Developing (Justice LED) is a training program offered by UCC Justice and Witness Ministries.  It offers: a scripturally-based curriculum that provides theological and socio-cultural grounding for doing justice work; leadership skills; and support to local churches and UCC members who seek tangible ways to move our world towards a vision of a more just, peaceful and compassionate world. 
This event is geared specifically for young adults who are UCC members between the ages of 19 and 30.  The program is adapted to account for the variety of settings in which young adults live and thrive (work, school, church, family, internships, etc.) and to help them discern and plan where and how they will utilize the Justice LED program (rather than assigning them to a very specific training role within particular settings of the church, as is the goal of Regional and Local Justice LED trainings). 

The main goals for this training event are: to share the Biblical/theological and socio-cultural grounding for doing justice work; to offer participants a taste of the Justice LED program so they can promote and share it with others in their respective churches and communities; and to empower them to be faith-based leaders and champions of justice, able to deeply reflect and engage with others on issues and act on areas of injustice that move them.
